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Tiirkiye’deki Haber Ajanslarinda Ozel Gereksinimli Bireylerin
Basarilarina Yonelik Yapilan Haberlerin Incelenmesi

Oz
Giris: Medyada 6zel gereksinimli bireylerle ilgili birgok haber yapildig1 goriilmektedir. Yapilan bu haberlerin
olumlu yonde olmasi insanlarin 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik tutum ve davranislarini pozitif yonde
degistirebilir. Bu nedenle bu ¢alismayla 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik olumsuz tutumlarin ve diisiince
yapilarinin degistirilmesi amaciyla 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina yonelik Tirkiye’de ulusal haber
ajanslarinda yaymlanmis olan haberlerin dokiiman analizi yontemiyle incelenmesi amaglanmistir.

Yontem: Bu ¢alismada nitel arastirma yontemlerinden dokiiman analizi kullanilarak, Tiirkiye’de en fazla yayin
agina sahip Anadolu Ajans, Demirdren Haber Ajansi ve Ihlas Haber Ajansi haber ajanslarindan 2010-2022 yillari
arasinda yayinlanan ve 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarini konu alan haberler icerik analizi ile analiz edilmis
ve kategorilere ayrilarak detayli bir sekilde incelenmistir. Bu ¢alismada Anadolu Ajansi’ndan 259, Demirdren
Haber Ajansi’ndan 311 ve Thlas Haber Ajansi’ndan 66 haber incelenmistir. Haberler, haber ajansi, haber tiirii,
yayinlandig iilke, konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin cinsiyeti, 6zel gereksinim tiirli, 6zel gereksinimli bireyi
destekleyen kurum, 6zel gereksinimli bireyin basari tiirii, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin ilham kaynagi basliklarinda
degerlendirilmistir.

Bulgular: Arastirma bulgularinda elde edilen sonuglara goére, Tirkiye’de ulusal haber ajanslarinda 6zel
gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarini konu alan oldukga fazla haberin yayimlandigi, bu basarilarin egitim, is, sanat,
spor ve sosyal sorumluluk kategorilerinde toplandigi, spor alanindaki basarilara diger alanlara gére daha fazla
haberde yer verildigi tespit edilmistir.

Tartisgma: Medyada olumsuz haberlerin daha ¢ok bilindigi ve goriiniirliigiiniin yiiksek oldugu tespit edilmis ve
ozel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarinin oldugu haberlerin incelenilmesine karar verilmistir. Bu ¢alismada 6zel
gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina aslinda ulusal haber ajanslarinda sikga yer verildigi belirlenmistir. Bu ¢alisma
kapsaminda incelenen haberler, 6zel gereksinimin olumlu bir bigimde medya yayin organlarinda temsil edildiginin
onemli bir gdstergesi olarak kabul edilebilir. Ulusal haber ajanslarinda yayinlanan haberler 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin egitim, ig, sanat, spor ve sosyal sorumluluk alanlarinda birgok basarist oldugunu ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir.
Ileride yapilacak galigmalarda farkli haber ajanslarinda tarama yapilmasi ya da farkli anahtar kelime kullanarak
tarama yapilmasi Onerilebilir.

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Giris

Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin toplum icinde biiyiik oranda bulunan bir grup oldugu bilinmektedir.
Boylesine biiyiik bir toplulugun sosyal olarak kabuld, biitiin insanlarin gdzetmesi gereken bir sorumluluk ve sosyal
bir ddevdir. Ote yandan 6zel gereksinimliligin ge¢misine bakildiginda, 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik
olumsuz bakis acilarmin ve negatif duygularin yer aldigi bilinmektedir. Bu durum olduk¢a uzun bir zamandir
ableizim olarak tanimlanmaktadir (Dolmage, 2017; Friedman & Owen, 2017; Lewis, 2020). Ableizm, literatiirde
ozel gereksinime kars1 istenmeyen bir farklilik olarak yaklagan bir dizi inang olarak belirtilmistir (Campbell, 2009).
Ableizm gibi toplumsal 6n yargi bigimleri, 6zel gereksinimli bireyleri esit olmayan bir konuma yerlestirerek,
bireylerin farkliliklarini istenmeyen 6zellikler olarak nitelendirmistir (Schalk, 2013). Ableizm karsilagilmas1 giig
goriilebilse de 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin egitim ortamlarinda ableist bakis acilariyla karsilagabildikleri yapilan
¢aligmalarda belirtilmistir (Fremstad, 2009; Nieminen & Pesonen, 2020). Ableizmin 6zel gereksinimli bireyleri,
dogasi geregi sorunlu, aciz ve kiiskiin olarak belirtmesinin insanlarda 6zel gereksinimle ilgili olumsuz inang ve
diisiinceler yarattig1 belirtilmistir (Friedman, 2018).

Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin karsilastiklar1 olumsuz yaklagimlarin, 6n yargilarin ve ayrimciligin ableizm
ile dogrudan iliskili oldugu ifade edilmistir (Kutlutiirk, 2022). On yarginin bireylere yonelik olumsuz tutumlara ve
ayrimciliga yol agabilecegi belirtilmistir (Mcmahon vd., 2004). Buna ek olarak bireylerin inan¢larinin ve hislerinin
olumsuz yonde olmasinin, bireylerin olumsuz davranig gostermeye meyilli olmalarina yol agtig1 fakat bireylerin
inanglarinin ve hislerinin olumlu yonde olmasinin da bireylerin olumlu davranis gosterme yatkinligini arttirdigi
belirtilmistir (Shessel & Reiff, 1999). Toplumun bir¢ok kesiminde 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin ayrimciliga karsi
acimaya maruz kaldiklar1 ifade edilmistir (Darrow, 2015). Ayrica aragtirmacilar, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
toplumsal ortamlarda olagan goriilmeme ve simif ortamlarinda 6grencilerin ve velilerin dislayici tavirlarina maruz
kalma gibi problemler yasadiklarimi belirtilmislerdir (Kearney, 2009; Servidio & Marcone, 2020; Storey, 2007).
Bunlara ek olarak, 6zel gereksinimli bireyleri ableist bir mercekten ele alan haber igeriklerinin yayin organlarinda
yayginlik kazandig1 ve bu tiir haberlerde 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik acima duygusunun belirginlestirildigi
goriilmiistiir. Bundan yola ¢ikilarak 6zel gereksinimli bireylerle ilgili yapilan haberlerin olumsuz duygularla
sunulmasi ve bu grubun negatif bicimde temsil edilmesi de ableizmin farkli bir versiyonu olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir
denilebilir (Darrow, 2015; Haller, 2010).

Medyanm kapsayiciligt ve insanlari etkileme gilici goz Oniinde bulunduruldugunda, bireylerin
davranislarint degistirebilecek tutumlarini veya diislincelerini etkileyen medya igeriklerinin Onemi ortaya
¢tkmaktadir. Yapilan bir ¢aligmaya gore, yayin araglarinin toplumun 6zel gereksinimli bireylere iligskin goriisleri
tizerinde biiylik bir etkisi bulunmaktadir (Quinlan & Bates, 2009). Baska bir ¢alismada ise, sosyal azinlikta bulunan
gruplarm medyadaki ¢arpitilmig temsillerinin, bu gruplardaki insanlarin uzun vadede hayat kalitelerini ve kimlik
algilarmi etkileyebilecegi vurgulanmistir (Ben-Zeev vd., 2004). Buna ek olarak, bagka bir caligmada, 6zel
gereksinimli bireylerin performanslarini baltalayacak sekilde sergilenen igeriklerin bireylerin performansimin
diismesine neden oldugu ve bu igeriklerin bireylerin entelektiiel potansiyelini gerceklestirmesini engelledigi
belirlenmigtir (Steele vd., 2002). Yapilan diger bir ¢aligmada ise, 6zel gereksinimi olmayan bireylerin 6zel
gereksinimli bireylere korku ve kaygi gibi olumsuz duygularla tepki verme egiliminde olduklarini ve siklikla
kagingan davraniglar sergilediklerini bulunmustur (Dovidio vd., 2011). Baska bir ¢aligmanin sonuglarina gore 6zel
gereksinimli bireylerin olumsuz sergilenme sekillerinin bireylerin toplumdaki degerlerinin zedelenmesine ve
devaminda ise 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin gereksinimini kabul edememesi ve kimlik karmasasi yagamasina neden
olabilecegi ifade edilmistir (Quinlan & Bates, 2010). Ozel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik engelleyici tutumlarin
proaktif bir sekilde ele alinmasinin, 6zel gereksinimi olmayan bireylerin tutumlarmni sekillendirme stireci icin
hayati 6nem tasidigini belirtilmistir (Beckett, 2009). Ozel gereksinimli bireylere ydnelik olumsuz tutumlarin
bireylere yonelik dislayict davranislara neden olabildigi, dolayistyla bu konuya iligkin arastirmalarin siirekliliginin
stirdiiriilmesi gerektigi ifade edilmistir (Hunt & Hunt, 2000). Yapilan ¢alismalardan yola ¢ikarak 6zel gereksinimli
bireyler hakkinda farkindalik yaratmanin, bireylerin topluma kaynastirilmasi i¢in 6nem tasidigi sdylenebilir
(Cairns & McClatchey, 2013). Yapilan calismalar 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik olumsuz tutum ve
davranislar, bireylere iliskin 6n yargilarin olusmasina neden oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu baglamda, ozel
gereksinimli bireylere yonelik farkindalik yaratmak igin yapilmis birgok ¢alisma oldugu goriilmiistiir (Carter &
Spencer, 2006; Dovidio vd., 2011; Moore & Nettelback, 2013; Quinlan & Bates, 2010). Bu ¢alismalardan bazilari,
egitsel miifredatlarin degistirilmesiyle birlikte 6zel gereksinimli bireylere iliskin diisiincelerin degismesine yonelik
yiriitiilmiis (Thompson vd., 2012), bazilart birlestirilmis spor aktiviteleriyle birlikte 6zel gereksinimli bireylere
yonelik tutumlarin degistirilmesini ele almig (Sullivan, 2014) ve bazi ¢aligmalar da fizyoterapi programlarryla 6zel
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gereksinimli bireylere iliskin olumlu davranig gelistirme ¢alismalarinin yiritiilmesini ele almigtir (Morgan & Lo,
2012).

Medyada 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin olumsuz temsil roliiniin degismesi i¢in prososyal bir bakis a¢isinin
kazanilmas: 6nem tasimaktadir (Friedman & Owen, 2017). Medyada 6zel gereksinimli bireylerle ilgili bir¢ok
haber yapildig1 ancak 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik yapilan bilimsel ¢calismalarda daha ¢ok negatif yonlerin
vurgulandigi gorillmektedir (Briant vd., 2013; Worrell, 2018; Zhang & Haller, 2003). Yapilan bazi ¢aligmalar
ableizme dikkat gekilmesini saglamakta, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin acinasi ve ihmal edilmekte olan bir grup
olduklarini &ne siirmektedir (Lewis, 2020). Ozellikle 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin ihmal veya istismarina yonelik
yayinlanmis haberlerin bilimsel alanyazinda yer aldigi galismalara daha sik rastlanmaktadir. Bu durum, 6zel
gereksinimli bireylere yonelik acima, iiziilme gibi duygular1 daha fazla koriiklemektedir (Bulut & Karaman, 2018;
Celik & Ipci, 2020; Firat, 2007; Metin vd., 2014; Sezer & Giirsoy, 2022; Toplumsal Haklar ve Arastirmalar
Dernegi, 2016). Yani yapilmis olan bu caligmalar ableizmin bilimsel c¢aligmalarla koriikklenmesine olanak
tanimaktadir. Yapilan aragtirmalar sonucunda 6zel gereksinimli bireyleri yiliksek diizeyde olumlu olarak temsil
eden haberlerin medyada ve bilimsel ¢alismalarda g6z ard1 edildigi ve ¢ok az ¢alismanin bu olumlu bakis agisi ile
bilimsel ¢aligmalara yansidigi gézlemlenmistir (Cumberbatch & Negrine, 2022; Pernice & Lys, 1996). Medyanin
ozel gereksinimli bireyleri olumlu bir bakis agisi ile toplumun tiim kesimlerine yansitmasinin son derece dnemli
oldugu goz 6niinde bulunduruldugunda (Abwao & Mishra, 2021; Atikaslan, 2022; Elliott & Byrd, 1982; Kuyucu,
2019; Panitch, 1995) bu calismanin alan yazina katkisinin olacag: diisiiniilmektedir. Bu dogrultuda, yapilan bu
aragtirma ile birlikte 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik olumsuz tutumlarin ve diisiince yapilarimin degistirilmesi
amaciyla, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina yonelik Tiirkiye’de ulusal haber ajanslarinda yayinlanmis olan
haberlerin incelenmesi ve bir araya getirilerek degerlendirmesi sonucunda 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik
olumsuz tutum ve bakis agisinin yerine daha olumlu bir tutum ve bakis agis1 getirilmesi amaglanmisgtir.

Yontem
Arastirma Modeli

Bu calismada Tiirkiye’de ulusal yayin yapan haber ajanslarinin 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik
yayinlanmis olduklari basari haberlerinin dokiiman analizi bi¢iminde incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Bu amag
dogrultusundan bu c¢aligmada nitel aragtirma yontemlerinden dokiiman analizi tiiriinde tasarlanmigtir. Dokiiman
analizi basili veya elektronik dokiimanlarin incelenmesi ve degerlendirilmesini igeren bir siire¢ olarak
tanimlanmaktadir (Fischer, 2006). Dokiiman analizi, tek bagina bir yontem olarak kullanilabilecegi gibi nitel
yontemlerin kullanildig1 ¢alismalarda veri analizine ek bir tiir olabilir (Yildirim & Simsek, 1999). Dokiiman analizi
¢aligmalar1 belirlenen konuyla ilgili kararlastirilan arastirma sorularina uygun cevaplart bulabilmek, arastirma
verilerini desteklemek ve ilgili konuyla ilgili alanyazindaki zaman i¢indeki degisimi izlemek igin siklikla
kullanilan bir yontemdir (Bowen, 2009). Ayrica dokiiman analizi yonteminin, verimli, diisik maliyetli ve
yiiriitiilmesi bagimsiz olmasindan dolay1 arastirmaciya birgok avantaj sagladigi belirtilmistir (Bryman, 2012). Bu
dogrultuda, ¢alismada, 2010-2022 yillar1 arasinda Anadolu Ajans (AA), Demirdren Haber Ajansi (DHA) ve Ihlas
Haber Ajansi (IHA) haber ajanslarindan cesitli medya organlarma yayilan ve 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
basarilarini konu alan haberler degerlendirilmistir.

Calisma Grubu

Aragtirmanin evreni AA, DHA ve IHA cevrimigi haber kanallarinda yaymlanmis olan haberlerden
olugmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada bu haber ajanslarinin se¢ilmesinde Tiirkiye’deki kitle iletisim araglarina en fazla igerik
aktaran ajanslarin basinda gelmeleri etkili olmustur (Basmaci, 2022; Tutgun-Unal, 2022). Tiirkiye’de halen biri
kamusal ikisi 6zel ii¢ biiyiik haber ajansi olmak iizere (AA, DHA, IHA) toplam 14 yerli haber ajansi hizmet
vermektedir. Tiirkiye’de yerli ve yabanci yaklasik olarak 50 haber ajansi bulunmaktadir. Ancak bu ajanslarin
icinde en genis kitleye ulasanlar bu ii¢ haber ajans1 olarak belirlenmistir (Basmaci, 2022; Tutgun-Unal, 2022). AA;
6 Nisan 1920 tarihinde Tirkiye’nin Milli Miicadele Donemi’nde Mustafa Kemal’in talimatlariyla kurulmustur
(Bengi, 2012). O yildan beri Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin resmi ulusal haber ajansi olarak devlet tarafindan finanse
edilmekte ve en fazla yaym agina sahip olarak giliniimiizde yerini korumaktadir. DHA;1999 yilina gelindiginde,
Hiirriyet Haber Ajansi ile Milliyet Haber Ajansi birlesmis ve Dogan Haber Ajansi kurulmustur. 2018 yilina kadar
Dogan Haber Ajansi adiyla yaym hayatina devam etmistir. Bu ajans 2018 yilinda Demiréren Grubu’'na
satilmasinin ardindan Demir6ren Haber Ajanst (DHA) ismini almistir. Bir¢ok noktada haber biirosuna sahip olan
DHA’nin giinliik haber yapan birgok 6zel sektdrle anlasmalar bulunmaktadir (Kaya, 2018). THA; 1993 yilinda
kurulmus olan Tiirkiye’nin ilk 6zel haber ajansidir, Tiirkiye iginde ve diger iilkelerde haber saglamaya devam
etmektedir. Yapilan bir ¢caligmada haber ajanslarinin sosyal medya hesaplarindaki hareketlilik incelenmis ve AA,
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DHA ve THA’nm Tiirkiye’de en cok takip edilen ilk ii¢c haber ajansi oldugu belirtilmistir (Tutgun-Unal, 2020).
Dolayisiyla bu ¢alismada belirtilen ii¢ haber ajansi tercih edilmistir.

Veri Toplama Araclari

Tiirkiye’de ulusal yayin yapan haber ajanslarinin 6zel gereksinimli bireylere iligkin yayinlanmig olduklar1
basar1 haberlerinin dokiiman analizi bigiminde incelenmesini amaglayan bu ¢alisma nitel aragtirma yontemlerinden
dokiiman analizi modeli ile desenlenmistir. Dokiiman analizine alinacak c¢alismalarin 6zgiin, giivenilir, simgesel
ve anlamli olmasi1 gerektigini belirtilmistir (Flick, 2018). Bu dogrultuda konuya iligkin haberlerin se¢ilmesinde
ol¢iit 6rnekleme yonteminin kullanilmasina karar verilmistir. Olgiit rnekleme yontemi bazi Slgiitlerin goz 6niinde
bulundurulmasiyla ¢aligmanin amacina uygun érneklemin segilmesine olanak saglayan amacl bir 6rnekleme tiirii
olarak belirtilmistir (Miles & Huberman, 1994). Bu ¢aligmada haberlerde aranan kriterler “6zel gereksinimli olma”
ve “basari hikayesi olma” olarak belirlenmistir. Nitel aragtirmanin dogasina 6zgii olarak ele alinacak ¢alisma sayisi
onceden belirlenmemistir, bunun yerine veriler toplandik¢a ¢alismada doyum noktasina ulasiimasi beklenmistir
(Merriam & Tisdell, 2016).

Belirtilen haber ajanslarin arama motorunda “engelli birey”, “yetersizligi olan birey”, “6zel gereksinimli
birey” anahtar kelimeleri “basar1” anahtar kelimesi ile birlikte arama yapilmistir. Elde edilen haberler arasindan
“hem 0Ozel gereksinimli birey olma hem de basar1 dykiisiinii konu alma” dlgiitine uyan ve 2010-2023 yillar
arasinda yayimlanms THA da 262, DHA’da 327 ve AA’da 631 haber olmak iizere toplam 1220 adet haber oldugu
tespit edilmistir. Calismanin amacina ve belirtilen lgiite uygun olmayan haberler elenmistir. Ornegin konuyla
alakali olmayan veya 0Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin basarisim1 ele almayan haberler elenmistir. Arastirmanin
kurallar1 ¢ergevesinde uygunluk kriterlerine uyan toplam 723 haber oldugu belirlenmistir. Yapilan elemeler
sonucunda arastirmanin amacina uygun olarak belirlenen 636 adet haberle dokiiman analizi g¢alismasinin

siirdiiriilmesine karar verilmistir (Sekil 1). Caligmaya dahil edilen Tiirkiye’de ulusal haber sunan {i¢ haber
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ajansindan 2010-2022 yillar arasindan 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina yonelik toplam 636 adet haber
yayimlanmistir. Bu haberlerin %40.7’sinin AA’dan (259) %48.9’unun (311) DHA’dan ve %10.4’{iniin (66)
IHA’dan yayimlandig1 tespit edilmistir. Iki arastirmaci tarafindan ¢aligmaya alinmasi uygun goriilen haberler
bilgisayar ortammda pdf dosyasi haline doniistiiriilmiis ve her habere bir ID verilere haberlerin ayiklanmasi,
smiflandirilmasi ve kodlanmasi saglanmistir.

Veri Analizi

Bu ¢aligmada incelenen haberler igerik analizi yontemiyle sirasiyla kategorilere ayrilmis, diizenlenmis ve
incelenmistir (Bowen, 2009). Igerik analizinin amaci, biiyiik miktardaki yazili bilgileri sistematik bir bigimde
diizenli ve 6zl bir 6zete doniistiirmektir (Erlingsson & Brysiewicz, 2017). Calismada incelenecek kategorilere
karar verildikten sonra kiimelenen kalip ve kavramlarin ortaya ¢ikabilmesi i¢in karsilagtirmali yontemden
faydalanilmistir. Kaynaklardan elde edilen veriler ortak &zelliklerine gore temalar seklinde gruplandirilmistir.
Ardindan igerik analizi yontemiyle veriler belirlenen kategorilere gore diizenlenmistir. Yapilan analiz agamasinda
haberler bu alt basliklara gore kategorilere ayrilmistir; a) haber ajansi, b) haberin tiirii, ¢) haberin yaymlandigi
iilke, d) haberin yayinlandigi sehir, ¢) haberin yaymlandigi ay, f) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin yasi,
g) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin cinsiyeti, h) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin engel tiiri,
i) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyi destekleyen kurum, j) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin
basar tiirii, k) habere konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireyin ilham kaynagi.

Icerik analizinde kodlamalarin transparanligim ve verilerin giivenirligini saglamada énemli bir nokta
kodlayicilar arasi giivenligin saglanmasi olarak belirtilmistir (MacPhail vd., 2016). Verilerin kodlanmasi sirasinda
kodlayict giivenirliginin saglanabilmesi i¢in iki aragtirmaci verileri ayr1 ayr1 kodlamigtir. Miles ve Huberman
(1994) kodlayicilar aras1 uyum yiizdesinin en az %70 olmasi gerektigini belirtmistir. Hesaplama yapilirken Miles
ve Huberman’in (1994) giivenirlik formiilii (Glivenirlik = Goriis birligi / (Goriis birligi + Gorlis ayriligi x 100)
kullanilmistir. Sonu¢ olarak kodlayicilar arasindaki uyusum yiizdesi %94 olarak hesaplanmistir, bu uyum
kodlamalarin oldukga yiiksek diizeyde oldugunu gostermistir (Alhojailan, 2012).

Bulgular

Bu dokiiman analizi calismasinda Tiirkiye nin ¢evrim i¢i haber kaynaklarindan AA, DHA ve IHA haber
ajanslarinin 2010-2022 yillart arasinda 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarna iligkin yayinlanmis haberler
incelenmis ve degerlendirilmistir. Elde edilen bulgulara iligskin sonuglar asagida belirtilmistir. Calismaya dahil
edilen Tiirkiye’de ulusal haber sunan ii¢ haber ajansindan 2010-2022 yillar1 arasindan 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
basarilarina yonelik toplam 636 adet haber yayimlanmistir. Bu haberlerin %40.7’sinin AA’dan (259), %48.9’unun
(311) DHA’dan ve %10.4’{iniin (66) IHA’dan yayimlandig1 tespit edilmistir. Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin
basarilarina iligkin haber yapmis olan ajanslar incelendiginde, 2010-2023 yillar1 arasinda konuya iligkin haberlerin
en ¢ok DHA’da yayinlanmis oldugu goriilmistiir. Bunu takip eden haber ajanslarindan AA’da toplam 259 adet
haber, IHAda ise 66 adet haber yayimlandigi bulunmustur. Haber tiirlerine gore inceleme yapildiginda ise en sik
kullanilmis olan haber tiiriiniin yazili haber tiirii (616) oldugu ortaya ¢ikmistir. Buna ek olarak video haber tiiriinde
tiim haber ajanslarinda toplam 20 haber yaymlanmig oldugu goriilmiistiir. Video haber kategorisinde en sik yaymn
yapmis olan haber ajans1t DHA (14) olmustur.

Ulusal haber ajanslarina konu olan 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin yaslarina iligkin yapilan hesaplamalar
sonucunda yas ortalamalarinin sirasiyla AA igin (¥ = 26.88, ss = 11.58, Min = 6, Max = 80), DHA i¢in (x = 24.81,
ss = 10.59, Min = 8, Max = 63) ve HA igin (X = 27.03, ss = 14.46, Min = 7, Max = 65) oldugu tespit edilmistir.
Ancak AA’da 170, DHA’da 127 ve IHA da 34 haber igerisinde basar1 dykiisiine sahip 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
yasina yer verilmedigi goriilmistiir. Habere konu olan ve bagar1 6ykiisii olan 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin orta yas
araligina y1g1ldig1 ancak ¢ok daha kiigiik yaslarda veya cok ileri yasta olup basar1 0ykiisiine sahip bireylerin de
oldugu tespit edilmistir.

THA’da bireylerin %34.8’inin (23)
kadin, %54.5’inin erkek (36), %4.5’inin (3) karma grup oldugu tespit edilmis, ancak %6.1’inde (4) bireylerin
cinsiyetinin belirtilmemis oldugu bulunmustur.

Bu dogrultuda haber ajansinin daha ¢ok 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin spor alanina yonelik basariy1
konu alanlar1 haber yaptig1, diger alanlarla ilgili daha simrli sayida haber yapildigi sdylenebilir. IHA haber
ajansinda egitim alaninda yayinlanan basar1 6ykiilerinin %36.4’{iniin egitim hayatini basarili bir bigimde siirdiirme
%18.2’sinin liniversite egitimini basariyla tamamlama, %18.2’sinin {iniversite giris sinavinda derece yapma,
%18.2’sinin Universite 6grenimine basartyla devam etme ve %9.1’°inin tniversiteden birincilikle mezun olma
kategorisinde toplandig tespit edilmistir. THA haber ajansinda is alaninda yayinlanan basar ykiilerinin %25 inin
Gazeteci, %25’inin milletvekili, %25’inin 6gretmen ve %25’inin teknik eleman/ usta kategorisinde toplandig
tespit edilmistir.

Tartisma

Bu aragtirmada 6zel gereksinimli bireylere iliskin medyadaki olumsuz bakis agisinin aksine medyadaki
mevcut olumlu bakis agisina vurgu yapmak, 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik prososyal bakis agisinin bilimsel
aragtirmalarda yaygmhigini saglamak ve medyada var olan bu olumlu yaklasimi okuyuculara sunmak
amaglanmistir. Bu dogrultuda bu ¢alismada dokiiman analizi yontemi kullanilmig ve dokiiman analizi modelinden
faydalanilmigtir. Aragtirmada Tiirkiye’de en fazla yayin agina sahip olan AA, DHA ve IHA haber ajanslarmin 12
yillik haberleri incelenmis bu ii¢ haber ajansin oldukga fazla basar1 dykiisii yayimnladiklari tespit edilmistir. Ozel
gereksinimli bireylere yonelik oldukga fazla ¢caligmanin medyada olumsuz temsil roliiniin degismesi i¢in prososyal
bir bakis acisinin 6nemi diigiiniildiigiinde (Friedman & Owen, 2017), iliskili konuda bu kadar fazla haberin
yapilmasinin Tiirk ulusal medya yayin organlarinin etkililigini gosterdigi sdylenebilir.
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Alanyazinda 6zel gereksinimli bireyleri olumlu bir bicimde temsil eden haberlerin bilimsel ¢aligmalarda
g6z ard1 edildigi (Cumberbatch & Negrine, 2022; Pernice & Lys, 1996) ve 6zel gereksinimli bireylere yonelik
olumsuz yayinlanmis haberlerin alanyazinda daha sik yer aldig1 gézlemlenmistir (Bulut & Karaman, 2018; Celik
& ipgi, 2020; Frrat, 2007; Metin vd., 2014; Sezer & Giirsoy, 2022). Buna paralel olarak 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
yayin araglarindaki tasvirleri detayli olarak incelendiginde, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin kurgusal yayinlarda
kolayca tanimlanabilecek bir 6zel gereksinime sahip sekilde, acima duygusu uyandirict ve basit karakter
Ozelliklerinde olarak daha fazla yansitildigi goriilmiistiir (Harnett, 2000). Haber ajanslarinda 6zel gereksinimli
bireylere iligkin yapilmakta olan haberler incelendiginde; bu bireylerin aciz, bagimli ve kendine yetemeyen
bireyler olarak belirtildikleri goriilmiistiir (Briant vd., 2013). iliskili haberlerde, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin
“dezavantajl1”, “hastalikli” ve “sakat” gibi olumsuz yonlerinin daha ¢ok vurgulandig ifade edilmistir (Zhang &
Haller, 2013). Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin bu sekilde tasvir edilmeleri, toplum iginde etiketlenmelerine ve bazi 6n
yargilara maruz kalmalarina neden olabilmektedir (Mitchell vd., 2019). Kitle iletigsim araglar1 halk arasinda 6nemli
bilgi kaynaklar1 olarak goriilmekte olup bireylerin tutumlarini ve algilarini sekillendirmede saglam bir yere
sahiptirler (Carr, 2008). Tutumlar ve diisiinceler dolayli olarak medyadan etkilenebildiginden otiirii, 6zel
gereksinimli bireylerin olumlu tasvir edilmeleri gerekmektedir. Buna ek olarak medyanin, kullanicilarima 6n
yargilarla bas edebilmeleri i¢in belirli ara¢ ve yontemler saglayabilecegi belirtilmistir (Ramasubramanian, 2007).
Dolayistyla 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin sosyal kabullerinin saglanmasi i¢in, bireylerin basarilarina odaklanan
haberlerin yaymlanmasi ve halka sunulmasi dnem tasimaktadir. Bu dogrultuda yapilan ¢alismadan elde edilen
sonuglar agagida tartigilmistir.

Tiirkiye’de ulusal haber ajanslarinda yaymlanan 6zel gereksinimli birey basarisinda habere konu olan
yillar incelendiginde, ilgili konuyla en ¢ok toplam haberin 2017 yilinda yapilmis oldugu goriilmiistiir. Haber
ajanslarmin yillara gére yaym sayilar1 toplam olarak degerlendirildiginde, yayin yillarinin dalgali oldugu
goriilmiistiir. Fakat 6zellikle 2017 yilinda haber sayisinin artmis olmasi, ozellikle son yillarda toplumsal
farkindalik diizeyinin gelismesinden dolay1 olabilir. Haber ajanslar1 incelendiginde AA’da en ¢ok haber 2019
yilinda, DHA’da ise en ¢ok 2015 yilinda haber yapilmis ve iIHA’da 2017 yilinda en ¢ok bu konuda haberin
yapildig tespit edilmistir. AA haber ajansinda bu tiir haberlerin yillar ilerledikce artig1, DHA’da ve IHA’da bu tiir
haberin artisinda dalgalanmanin oldugu saptanmigtir. DHA’da 2015 yilina kadar ilgili konudaki haberlerin artig
gosterdigi fakat bir sonraki yilda bu ivmenin kaybedildigi ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu durumun DHAnin 2018 yilinda el
degistirmesiyle alakali oldugu diisiiniilebilir. [HA’da haberler yillara gére incelendiginde ilgili konudaki yayimlarin
dalgalanma gostererek devam ettigi ifade edilebilir. Bu bulgu, iki ulusal haber ajansinin 6zel gereksinimli bireylere
yonelik olumlu bagar1 konusundaki haber politikalarinin giderek artig gosterdigi fakat bir ulusal haber ajansinin
ise giderek azaldig1 seklinde yorumlanabilir. Dolayistyla DHA ve IHA haber ajanslarmin 6zel gereksinimli birey
basarilar1 konusunda haberleri yaymlamalar: konusunda biraz daha devamlilik saglamalari gerektigi sdylenebilir.

Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin basarisina ydnelik haberlerde, ortaya cikan bircok haber olmasina ragmen,
haberlere konu olan 6zel gereksinim tiirleri arasinda bir kiyaslama yapildiginda en ¢ok ortopedik yetersizlik
yasayan bireylerin ele alindig1, en az konu alinan 6zel gereksinim tiiriiniin ise otizm spektrum bozuklugu oldugu
ortaya ¢ikmistir. Buna ek olarak ulusal haber ajanslarinda yayinlanan haberlerdeki 6zel gereksinim tiirleri haber
sayilarina gore ele alindiklarinda tiim haber ajanslarinda ¢ogunlukla ortopedik yetersizlik, gorme yetersizligi ve
isitme yetersizligi olan bireylere yonelik haberlerin yapildigi ve diger gereksinim tiirleri ile ilgili haber yapilmadig1
onemli bir bulgu olarak belirlenmistir. Arastirma bulgularindan elde edilen sonuca gore ulusal haber ajanslarinda
ortopedik yetersizlik, gdrme yetersizligi, isitme yetersizligi, zihinsel yetersizlik ve otizmi spektrum bozuklugu 6zel
gereksinim tiiriine sahip bireylerin basar1 dykiilerine yer verilmis olsa da, Milli Egitim Bakanligi Ozel Egitim
Hizmetleri Yonetmeligi’ne (2018) gore 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin bu alt1 gereksinim tiirii ile smirli olmadigi
belirtilmis ve bireylerin on {i¢ gereksinim tiiriinde egitsel tanisinin gergeklestigi ifade edilmistir. Bunlar; zihinsel
yetersizlik, 6grenme giigliikleri, duygu davramis bozuklugu, ortopedik yetersizlikler, dil ve konusma giigligii,
¢oklu yetersizlikler, siiregen hastaliklar, otizm spektrum bozuklugu, dikkat eksikligi ve hiperaktivite bozuklugu,
serebral palsi, gérme yetersizligi, isitme yetersizligi ve iistiin yetenek-iistiin zekadir. Ulusal haber ajanslarinda 6zel
gereksinim tiirlerinin biiylik bir kismina yer vermemesi ve daha fazla fiziksel goriiniirliige sahip 6zel gereksinimli
bireylere yer vermeleri olduk¢a manidar bir sonug olarak goriilebilir. Ayrica bu ¢alismada incelenen medya yayin
organlarinda ortopedik yetersizlik, gérme ve isitme yetersizligi olan 6zel gereksinim tiirlerinin zihinsel yetersizlik
ve otizmi spektrum bozuklugu gibi 6zel gereksinim tiirlerine kiyasla daha ¢ok yer buldugu tespit edilmistir. Bu
bulguyu destekleyen benzer ¢aligmalarin ilgili alan yazinda oldugu goriilmiistiir (Goggin & Newell, 2005; Olkin
vd., 2019; Rees vd., 2017). Bir ¢aligmaya gore, medyada 6zel gereksinim tiirline yonelik hiyerarsi bulundugu
belirtilmistir. Ozellikle tekerlekli sandalyeli sporcularin ampute veya gérme yetersizligi olan sporculardan daha
fazla yer bulabildigi belirtilmis, 6te yandan serebral palsili sporcularin ise medyada gerektigi kadar yer bulamadig1
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belirtilmigtir (Rees vd., 2017). Buna ek olarak bagka bir ¢aligmada ise, fiziksel yetersizligi olan kisilere kiyasla
daha goriinmez engeli olan kisilerin 6zel gereksinim hiyerarsisinde daha az dikkat g¢ektiklerini hissettikleri
belirtilmistir (Olkin vd., 2019). Ayrica bagka bir ¢aligmada, tekerlekli sandalye kullanan 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin medyada daha ¢ok gosterildigi ifade edilmistir (Goggin & Newell, 2005). Bu ¢alismalardan yola ¢ikarak,
ortopedik yetersizlik gibi fiziksel yetersizlik tiirlerinin daha goriiniir olmasindan dolay1 haberlerde yer alirken,
otizm spektrum bozuklugu gibi disaridan bakildiginda ilk bakista anlagilmasi o kadar da kolay olmayan 6zel
gereksinime sahip bireylerin haberlerde daha az yer aldig1 sylenebilir. Ozellikle otizm spektrum bozuklugu gibi
2000 yilindan beri hizli bir artig (Maenner vd., 2021) gosterdigine dikkat ¢ekilen bir gereksinim tiirliniin haberlerde
az yer almasi disiindiiriicii bir sonug olarak goriilmiistiir. Dolayisiyla yayin organlarinin 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin esit olarak temsilini saglayabilmeleri agisindan birgok 6zel gereksinim tiirline esit miktarda yer
vermeleri Onerilebilir. Ayrica 6grenme giicliigii, duygu-davranig bozuklugu, dil ve konusma giicliigii, dikkat
eksikligi ve hiperaktivite bozuklugu gibi daha sik goriilen 6zel gereksinim tiirlerinin basarilarina yonelik haberlere
yer verilmesi 6nerebilir.

Ozel gereksinimli birey basarisini destekleyen kurumlar incelendiginde, bireylere destek veren
kurumlardan en ¢ok Genglik ve Spor Bakanliginin haberlerde yer aldigi, Milli Egitim Bakanligi ve diger kamu/6zel
kurum ve kuruluslarinin bu kurumun ¢ok ¢ok gerisinde kaldig: tespit edilmistir. Bunun sebebi, Genglik ve Spor
Bakanliginin geng yastaki dezavantajli bireylere bircok imkan sunarak firsat esitligi i¢in projeler yapryor olmasi
olarak belirtilebilir (Kalfa & Kocamaz, 2019). Bunun yani sira destekleyen kurumun belirtilmedigi haberlerin
oldukga fazla oldugu goriilmistir. Haber kaynaklarinin, 6zel gereksinimli bireylere destek veren kurumlari
belirtmesinin, diger 6zel gereksinimli bireylere imkanlar saglanmast i¢in etkili olabilecegi diisliniildiigiinde, haber
kaynaklarmin iligkili kurumlara haberlerde yer vermeye dikkat etmeleri 6nerilebilir.

Ozel gereksinimli birey basarisindaki ilham kaynaklar1 incelendiginde bireylerin en gok kendilerinden
ilham aldiklar1 haberlerin yaymlandig1 goriilmiistiir. Bu bulgudan yola ¢ikarak 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin igsel
motivasyonlarmin yiiksek oldugu soylenebilir. Ozel gereksinimli bireylere yénelik motive edici igeriklerin
saglanmasinda ilham kaynaklarinin 6nemi géz dniinde bulunduruldugunda, haber kaynaklarinin ilgili motivasyon
kaynaklarina yer vermeye dikkat etmeleri Onerilebilir. Buna ek olarak, yapilan arastirmada 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin ilham kaynaklar1 ele alindiginda, 6gretmenlerin yer aldigi goriilmiis fakat bu miktarin beklenilenin ¢ok
altinda oldugu tespit edilmistir. Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin birgok beceriyi kazanmalarinda ve siirdiirmelerinde
destekgileri olan dgretmenlerin 6zel gereksinimli birey basarisinda ilham kaynagi olarak gosterilen haberlerin
biiyiik bir oran olmasi beklenmektedir. {lgili haberlerde dgretmenlerin ilham kaynaklar1 olarak yeterli miktarda
gosterilmemeleri veya 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin ilham kaynagi olarak 6gretmenleri belirtmemis olmalar
Ogretmenlerin bu konuda daha geri planda kalmalarindan veya formal sistemin &tesinde bir destek
saglayamamalarindan kaynaklaniyor olabilir. Bu durumu destekleyen bazi ¢aligmalarin oldugu da gériilmiistiir.
Yapilan bir caligmada 6gretmenlerin mesleki hayatlarinda yeterli destegi gormedikleri ifade edilmistir (Sahin vd.,
2022). Baska bir ¢alismada ise 6gretmenlere, 6zel gereksinimli 6grencilerine yonelik egitim sunma asamasinda
yeterli materyal sunulmadigi, egitmene gerekli psikolojik destegin saglanmadigi ve egitim i¢in gereken siirenin
taninmadig1 belirtilmistir (Horne & Timmons, 2009).

Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina iliskin ulusal haber ajanslarinda yaymlanmis galismalar
incelendiginde, bireylerin bagar1 alanlarinda en gok spor tiirlinde basarinin 6n plana ¢iktigi, egitim, is, sanat ve
sosyal sorumluluk alanlarinda daha az haberin yayinladig: tespit edilmistir. Bunun nedeni, 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin spor faaliyetlerini destekleyen “paralimpik hareket” olabilir. Paralimpik hareket, 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin engel tiirii, yasi, cinsiyeti, irk1 veya sosyo-ekonomik diizeyi fark etmeksizin bireylerin sosyallesmelerini
saglamays1, bireylerin fiziksel ve ruhsal sagliklarin1 korumalarini, gelistirmelerini ve taninirliklarinin artirtlmasini
destekleyen bir politika olarak belirtilmis, sporun herkese ulasilabilir olmasini ve firsat esitligini desteklemistir
(Brittain, 2017; Legg & Steadward, 2011). Ayrica ¢alismalarda yer verilen spor tiirleri incelendiginde, spor
alaninda oldukca fazla gesitliligin oldugu goriilmiistiir. Ozel gereksinimli bireylerin spor basarilarina iliskin
¢esitliligin olmasi ve haber ajanslarinda bu gesitlilige yer verilmesi olduk¢a 6nemlidir. Yapilan ¢caligmalarda spor
etkinliklerinin gesitliliginin 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin sosyallesmesinde 6nemli oldugu belirtilmistir (Purdue &
Howe, 2012). Bireylerin basarili olduklar1 spor alanlarinin haberlerde konu alinmast hem farkli spor tiirlerinin
taninmast i¢in hem de bireylerin spor basarilarinin ortaya ¢ikmasi ve farkli basarilarin da kazanilmasi i¢in faydal
olabilir.

Ulusal haber ajanslarinda yer alan 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basar1 dykiilerinde erkek bireylerin
basarilarinin kadinlara gbre daha fazla islendigi belirlenmistir. Bu durumun nedeni, 6zel gereksinimli kadin
bireylerin basarilarinin medyaya yansitilmamast, erkek 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin daha fazla desteklenmis olmasi

veya Ozel gereksinimli kadm bireylere gerekli firsat ve imkanlarin saglanmamis olmasi olabilir. Bu bulgulari
destekleyen, baska calismalar oldugu da gériilmiistiir. Ozel gereksinimli kadin bireylerin toplum igerisinde yer
almada ve is hayatina atilmada cinsiyet¢ilik yiiziinden zorluklar yasadiklari ve genel olarak 6zel gereksinimli erkek
bireylere kiyasla dezavantajli olduklar: belirtilmistir (Le vd., 2020; Lima vd., 2020). Buna ek olarak yapilan bir
calismada, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin medyada goriiniirliigiiniin, tipik gelisim gosteren bireylere gore daha az
oldugu, kadmn atletlerin erkek atletlerden daha az goriiniirliikk sahibi oldugu ve medyanin 6zel gereksinimli
bireylerin spor basarilarina yer verirken belirli bir engel tiiriine diger engellere kiyasla daha ¢ok yer verdigi
belirtilmigtir (Rees vd., 2017). Bir bagka ¢alismada da medyadaki toplumsal cinsiyet 6n yargisinin kadinlardan
¢ok erkeklerin bulundugu igerikleri destekler yonde oldugu ifade edilmistir (Humeira & Nurbaya, 2017). Ayrica
baska bir ¢alismada da medya yayin organlarinin erkek atletlerle ilgili igeriklere kadin atletlerle ilgili olanlardan
daha ilgili olduklar1 belirlenmistir (Goggin & Newell, 2005). Dolayisiyla bu bulgudan yola ¢ikarak haber
ajanslarina 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarina yer verirken bireylerin cinsiyetlerinin esit miktarda olmasinin
g6z Oniinde bulundurulmasi 6nerilebilir.

Bu ¢aligmanin bulgularindan elde edilen sonuclara gore; ulusal haber ajanslarinda yayinlanan haberler
incelendiginde 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin egitim, is, sanat, spor ve sosyal sorumluluk alanlarinda bir¢ok basarisi
oldugu ve bu basarilarin ulusal haber ajanslarinda fazlaca haberde ele alindig1 ortaya ¢ikmistir. Medya organlarimin
basarilara iliskin gesitlilik sunmas1 nemli bir bulgu olarak gosterilebilir. Ote yandan ulusal haber ajanslarmin
ileriki yayinlarinda, 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin basar1 alanlarina iliskin kategoriler arttirilabilir. Yapilan ¢alisma
neticesinde 6zel gereksinimli bireylerin spor basarilarinin 6n planda oldugu goriilmis ve diger basar1 alanlarina
iliskin yeterli diizeyde haberin yayinlanmadig1 tespit edilmistir. ileriki yayinlarda belirtilen noktalara dikkat
edilerek spor alanin yani sira egitim, ig, sanat, spor ve sosyal sorumluluk gibi basari alanlarina daha fazla yer
verilmesi, haber ajanslariin bu alanlara esit bir bigimde yayinladiklari haberlerde yer vermesi onerilebilir. Buna
ek olarak belirtilen bes alana yonelik bilimsel arastirmalarin yiiriitiilmesi onerilebilir. Belirtilen 6nerilere ek olarak,
ozel gereksinimli bireylerin basarilarinin 6niinii agmak amaciyla ve bu g¢aligmadan elde edilen sonuglarin
ogretmenlerde farkindalik olusturmasi adina, egitimcilere ¢alisma sonuglarinin paylagimlar1 seklinde seminerler
verilebilir veya ilgili konuda odak grup goriismeleri gergeklestirilebilir.

Bu calismanin bazi simirliliklar: bulunmaktadir. Oncelikle sadece AA, DHA ve IHA haber ajanslarinda
taramalar yapilmustir. ileriki caligmalarda farkli haber ajanslarinda bu ¢aligmanin gergeklestirilmesi dnerilebilir.
Buna ek olarak bu ¢alismada haber ajanslarinin ¢evrimici platformlarinda tarama yapilmstir. leride yapilacak
olas1 bir ¢alismada yazili dokiimanlardan da faydalanilabilir. Ayrica bu arastirmada dokiiman analizi igin haber
ajanslarmin arama motorunda kullanilan sdzciiklerin yayin organi tarafindan tercih edilmemesi sinirlilik olarak
kabul edilebilir. Bir sonraki yapilacak arastirmalarda 6zel gereksinim tiirlerine yonelik aramalar yapilarak elde
edilen dokiimanlarin analizi gerceklestirilebilir. Ornegin arama motoruna “6grenme gii¢liigii, disleksi, basar1” gibi
sozciikler yazildiginda daha fazla haberin servis edildigi goriilebilir. Ancak bu ¢alismada tiim yetersizlik gruplari
ortak kelimler ile aranmisg, bu nedenle tiim gereksinim gruplarindan esit bir bigimde haberin olmadigi bulunmustur.
Bu durum bu arastirma icin bir smirlilik olarak kabul edilebilir. Tleriki arastirmalarda tiim gereksinim tiirleri ile
arama yapilip dokiimanlar analiz edilebilir.

Investigation of News about the Success of Individuals with Special Needs
in Tiirkiye’s News Agencies

Abstract

Introduction: The media has prepared several news items about individuals with special needs. This news, with
a positive perspective, can change people’s attitudes and behaviors toward individuals with special needs in a
positive direction. Thus, this study aimed to examine the news published by national news agencies in Tiirkiye
about the success stories of individuals with special needs using the document analysis method to change negative
attitudes and mindsets toward individuals with special needs.

Method: The study was carried out using document analysis, one of the qualitative research methods. The three
most distinguished national broadcast networks, Anadolu Agency, Demirdren News Agency, and fhlas News
Agency, were scanned for success stories of individuals with special needs. The news items published between
2010 and 2022 were analyzed with content analysis and then categorized and examined thoroughly. In total, 259
news items from Anadolu Agency, 311 news items from Demirdren Agency, and 66 news items from Thlas News
Agency were examined. These news items were evaluated under the following headings: news agency, news type,
country of publication, gender of the individual, type of special needs, institution supporting the individual with
special needs, type of success, and source of inspiration.

Findings: The findings showed that Tiirkiye’s national news agencies published many news items about the
success stories of individuals with special needs. The news items reached were categorized under education,
business, art, sports, and social responsibility. As a result of examining the areas, it was found that most news
items were prepared in the sports area.

Discussion: It was observed that negative news in the media was found more common and more visible. Therefore,
this study aimed to examine success stories of individuals with special needs. The current study showed that news
items regarding the success stories of individuals with special needs in the national news agencies were published
broadly. The news items investigated in this study indicate that special needs are represented positively in the
media and reveal that individuals with special needs have success stories in the fields of education, business, art,
sports, and social responsibility. It can be recommended to scan different news agencies or use different keywords
in future research.

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Introduction

Individuals with special needs constitute a significant part of society. It can be said that social acceptance
of such a large community is a responsibility that all people must have. On the other hand, upon reviewing the
history of special needs, it is seen that there were unfavorable perspectives and deprecating emotions toward such
individuals. This has been called ableism for a long time (Dolmage, 2017; Friedman & Owen, 2017; Lewis, 2020).
Ableism is explained as a set of beliefs that approach special needs as an undesirable difference (Campbell, 2009).
Forms of social prejudices such as ableism place individuals with special needs in an unequal position by
characterizing their differences as undesirable qualities (Schalk, 2013). Although ableism may seem rare, related
studies show that individuals with special needs can encounter ableist perspectives even in educational settings
(Fremstad, 2009; Nieminen & Pesonen, 2020). Furthermore, ableist perspectives describe individuals with special
needs as inherently problematic, helpless and resentful, creating negative beliefs and thoughts about special needs
in people (Friedman, 2018).

It has been proven that negative approaches, prejudices, and discrimination faced by individuals with
special needs are directly linked to ableism (Kutlutiirk, 2022). It has been suggested that prejudice can lead to
negative attitudes and discrimination against such individuals (McMahon et al., 2004). Additionally, it has been
contended that unfavorable beliefs and feelings of individuals cause them to display negative behavior. In contrast,
positive beliefs and feelings of individuals increased their tendency to display positive behavior (Shessel & Reiff,
1999). Individuals with special needs are exposed to discrimination and pity in many segments of society (Darrow,
2015). Moreover, recent studies have suggested that individuals with special needs experience problems such as
being seen as abnormal in social settings and being exposed to exclusionary attitudes of students and parents in
educational settings (Kearney, 2009; Servidio & Marcone, 2020; Storey, 2007). Furthermore, it has been found
that news content about individuals with special news with an ableist perspective has become widespread in media
outlets, thus concretizing feelings of pity toward these individuals. Therefore, it can be said that presenting news
about individuals with special needs with unfavorable emotions and representing this group negatively has
emerged as a different form of ableism (Darrow, 2015; Haller, 2010).

Considering the inclusivity of the media and its power to influence people, media content can be stated
as an important factor in affecting individuals’ attitudes or thoughts and ultimately changing their behaviors.
Broadcast media significantly impacts society’s views about individuals with special needs (Quinlan & Bates,
2009). Hence distorted representations of social minority groups in the media can affect their life quality and create
identity perceptions regarding these individuals in the long term (Ben-Zeev et al., 2004). Furthermore, it has been
noted that the content displayed in a way undermining the performance of individuals with special needs causes
the performance of individuals to decrease and prevents them from realizing their intellectual potential (Steele et
al., 2002). A study suggested that individuals without special needs often tend to exhibit avoidant behaviors toward
individuals with special needs (Dovidio et al., 2011). Likewise, unfavorable perceptions of individuals with special
needs have been indicated to damage their values in society and subsequently cause individuals to fail to accept
their needs and cause them to experience identity confusion (Quinlan & Bates, 2010). Therefore, proactively
addressing disabling attitudes toward individuals with special needs has been demonstrated as a vital process of
shaping other people's attitudes (Beckett, 2009). On the other hand, negative attitudes toward individuals with
special needs can lead to exclusionary behaviors toward such individuals. Hence, studies on the aforesaid issue
should be continued in the literature (Hunt & Hunt, 2000). As indicated by previous studies, raising awareness
regarding individuals with special needs is considered essential for integrating these individuals into society
(Cairns & McClatchey, 2013). However, related research has noted that negative attitudes and behaviors toward
individuals with special needs can lead to prejudices against such individuals. In this respect, numerous studies
have been conducted to raise awareness regarding individuals with special needs (Carter & Spencer, 2006; Dovidio
et al., 2011; Moore & Nettelback, 2013; Quinlan & Bates, 2010). Some studies have been conducted to change
thoughts about individuals with special needs by changing educational curricula (Thompson et al., 2012). In
contrast, others have addressed the change in attitudes toward individuals with special needs through combined
sports activities (Sullivan, 2014). Some studies have focused on changing attitudes toward individuals with special
needs through physiotherapy programs (Morgan & Lo, 2012).

Prior research has confirmed that gaining a prosocial perspective is essential to change the negative
representation of individuals with special needs in the media (Friedman & Owen, 2017). On the other hand, while
there are many news items about individuals with special needs in the media, scientific studies have mostly
emphasized the negative aspects of individuals (Briant et al., 2013; Worrell, 2018; Zhang & Haller, 2003). Some
studies draw attention to ableism and argue that individuals with special needs are a neglected group (Lewis, 2020).
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In particular, studies containing published news about the neglect or abuse of individuals with special needs are
more common in the scientific literature, which can fuel feelings such as pity and sadness toward individuals with
special needs (Bulut & Karaman, 2018; Celik & Ipci, 2020; Firat, 2007; Metin et al., 2014; Sezer & Giirsoy, 2022;
Social Rights and Research Association, 2016). In other words, these studies can allow ableism to be fueled by
scientific research. Previous studies have indicated that the news representing individuals with special needs in a
highly positive perspective is ignored in the media and scientific studies, and thus very few news items are reflected
in scientific studies in this positive light (Cumberbatch & Negrine, 2022; Pernice & Lys, 1996). Considering the
extreme importance of the media in reflecting a positive perspective on individuals with special needs, this study
aimed to contribute to the related literature (Abwao & Mishra, 2021; Atikaslan, 2022; Elliott & Byrd, 1982;
Kuyucu, 2019; Panitch, 1995). Consequently, the present study also aimed to change negative attitudes and
unfavorable mindsets toward individuals with special needs by encouraging positive attitudes and better
perspectives through evaluating the news published by national news agencies in Tiirkiye about the success of
individuals with special needs.

Method
Design of the Study

This study evaluated success stories about individuals with special needs published by national news
agencies in Tirkiye with the document analysis method. Document analysis, one of the qualitative research
methods, is a process that includes examining and evaluating printed or electronic documents (Fischer, 2006).
Document analysis can be used as a stand-alone method or an additional type of data analysis in studies using
qualitative methods (Yildinnm & Simsek, 1999). Document analysis has been frequently used to find appropriate
answers to research questions on a determined topic, support research data, and monitor the change in the literature
over time (Bowen, 2009). Furthermore, the document analysis method has provided numerous advantages to
researchers since it is efficient, low-cost, and independent in execution (Bryman, 2012). In this regard, online news
platforms, Anadolu Agency (AA), Demirdren News Agency (DNA), and Thlas News Agency (INA), were used as
media outlets. Success stories published between 2010 and 2022 were evaluated and examined.

Participants

The study population consisted of was news published on AA, DNA, and INA online news platforms.
The above-mentioned news agencies were selected since they are among the agencies that transmit the most
content to the mass media in Tiirkiye (Basmaci, 2022; Tutgun-Unal, 2022). There are 14 local news agencies in
Tiirkiye, including three major news agencies (AA, DNA, and INA), one public and two private. There are
approximately 50 local and foreign news agencies in Tiirkiye. However, among these agencies, the aforementioned
three news agencies have been determined to reach the widest audience (Basmaci, 2022; Tutgun-Unal, 2022). AA
was founded on April 6, 1920, under the instructions of Mustafa Kemal during Tiirkiye's War of Independence
(Bengi, 2012). Since that year, it has been financed by the state as the official national news agency of the Republic
of Tirkiye and maintains its place nowadays as the largest broadcast network. Concerning DNA, Hirriyet News
Agency and Milliyet News Agency merged in 1999, establishing Dogan News Agency. It continued broadcasting
under the name Dogan News Agency until 2018. This agency was renamed Demiréren News Agency (DNA) after
it was sold to Demirdren Group in 2018. DNA, which has news offices at many points, has agreements with many
private sectors that make daily news (Kaya, 2018). INA was Tiirkiye's first private news agency, founded in 1993,
and continues to provide news within Tiirkiye and other countries. A study examined the activity of news agencies
in social media accounts and stated that AA, DNA, and INA were the top three most followed news agencies in
Tiirkiye (Tutgun-Unal, 2020). Therefore, the three news agencies mentioned were chosen in this study.

Data Collection Tools

It is stated that studies included in the document analysis must be original, reliable, symbolic, and
meaningful (Flick, 2018). In this regard, the criterion sampling method was employed to select the news. The
criterion sampling method is used as a purposeful sampling type that allows the selection of a sample suitable for
the study’s purpose by considering some criteria (Miles & Huberman, 1994). In the present study, the criteria
sought in the news were determined as “being an individual with special needs” and “having a success story.”
Since it is specific to the nature of qualitative research, the number of studies was not determined in advance. Still,
it was expected to reach a saturation point in the study as the data were collected (Merriam & Tisdell, 2016).

The specified keywords "disabled individual,” "individual with disabilities," and "individual with special
needs" were searched together with the keyword "success" through the online news agencies. Among the news
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obtained, there were a total of 1220 news items, including 262 news items from INA, 327 news items from DNA,
and 631 news items from AA, that met the criteria of "both being an individual with special needs and covering a
success story™ and being published between 2010 and 2023. News that did not comply with the study’s purpose
and the specified criteria were eliminated. For example, news irrelevant to the topic or did not address the success
of individuals with special needs was eliminated. It was determined that there were 723 news items that met the
eligibility criteria within the framework of the research rules. As a result of the eliminations, it was decided to
continue the document analysis with 636 news items determined to be suitable for the study’s purpose (Figure 1).
A total of 636 news stories about the success of individuals with special needs were published between 2010 and
2022 by the three news agencies in Tiirkiye. It was found that 40.7% of these news items were published by AA
(259), 48.9% (311) by DNA, and 10.4% (66) by INA. The news items deemed appropriate to be included in the
study by two researchers were converted into PDF files on the computer. Afterward, each news item was assigned
an 1D, and the data were sorted, classified, and coded.

Data Analysis

The obtained news items were categorized, organized, and examined using the content analysis method
(Bowen, 2009). The content analysis method aims to systematically transform large amounts of written
information into an organized and concise summary (Erlingsson & Brysiewicz, 2017). After selecting categories,
a comparative method was employed to reveal clustered patterns and concepts. The data obtained were grouped
into themes according to their common characteristics. Subsequently, the data were organized according to the
determined categories using content analysis. During the analysis, the news items were divided according to the
following categories: a) news agency, b) type of news, c) country of publication, d) city of publication, €) month
of publication, f) age of the individual with special needs, g) gender of the individual with special needs, h) the
type of disability of the individual with special needs, i) the institution supporting the individual with special needs,
j) the type of success of the individual with special needs, and k) the source of inspiration of the individual with
special needs.
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An important point in ensuring the transparency of the coding and the reliability of the data in content
analysis is intercoder reliability (MacPhail et al., 2016). To ensure intercoder reliability, two researchers coded the
data separately. Miles and Huberman (1994) stated that the intercoder agreement percentage should be at least
70%. The reliability formula of Miles and Huberman (1994) (Reliability = Consensus / (Consensus + Dissensus
X 100) was used during the calculation. As a result, the percentage of agreement between the coders was calculated
as 94%, which can be considered a very high level (Alhojailan, 2012).

Results

Document analysis was conducted to evaluate the news published between 2010 and 2022 in Tiirkiye’s
online web agencies, AA, DNA, and INA, about the success of individuals with special needs. The findings
obtained are discussed below. A total of 636 news stories about the success of individuals with special needs were
published between 2010 and 2022 by the three national news agencies in Tiirkiye included in the current study. It
was determined that 40.7% of these news stories were published by AA (259), 48.9% (311) by DNA, and 10.4%
(66) by INA. As a result of evaluating the news agencies, it was found that DNA published the highest number of
news items between 2010 and 2023. Among the following news agencies, it was found that a total of 259 news
stories were published by AA and 66 by INA. The investigation regarding news type showed that the most
frequently used news type was written news (616). Additionally, all news agencies published a total of 20 video
news. DNA broadcast most frequently in the video news category (14).

Regarding the ages of individuals with special needs, their average ages were (x = 26.88, sd = 11.58, Min
=6, Max = 80) for AA, (x =24.81, sd = 10.59, Min = 8, Max = 63) for DNA, and (x = 27.03, ss = 14.46, Min =7,
Max = 65) for INA. However, the age of individuals with special needs was not indicated in the following numbers
of news: 170 news articles in AA, 127 articles in DNA, and 34 articles in INA. In general, individuals with special
needs were concentrated in the middle age group. Still, there were also individuals with a success story in a much
younger or very old age group.

Concerning the gender of the individuals with special needs in the news stories published by AA, 25.1%
(65) of the individuals were female, 61% were male (158), and 1.9% were in a mixed group. However, the gender
was not specified in 12% (31). In the news items of DNA, 28.9% (90) of the individuals were female, 45.7% (142)
were male, and 4.5% (14) were in a mixed group, but the gender of 20.9% (65) individuals was not specified. In
the news stories published by INA, 34.8% (23) of the individuals were female, 54.5% (36) were male, and 4.5%
(3) were in a mixed group, but the gender was not specified in 6.1% (4).

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According to the findings, the country with the most publications in all news agencies was Tirkiye.
Moreover, regarding the distribution of the news published by AA, 95.8% of the news stories were from Tiirkiye,
0.4% were from the USA, 1.5% were from Palestine, 0.8% were from Iraq, and 0.8% were from Syria. The findings
showed that 0.4% of the news items were from Egypt and 0.4% were from Iran. Hence, AA mostly reported on
the success of individuals with special needs from Tiirkiye and Middle Eastern countries.

The findings demonstrated that 92.6% of the news items published by DNA were from Tiirkiye, 0.6%
from the USA, 0.3% from Iran, 1.6% from Germany, 0.6% from Italy, 0.3% from France, 0.6% from the
Netherlands, 1.3% from the UK, 0.6% from Canada, 0.3% from Hungary, 0.3% from Poland, and 0.3% from
China. Accordingly, it can be said that DNA mostly reported success news for individuals with special needs from
Tiirkiye and Western countries. According to the findings, 80.3% of the news stories in INA were from Tiirkiye,
1.5% from Germany, 6.1% from Italy, 1.5% from Canada, 6.1% from Brazil, 1.5% from Thailand, 1.5% from
Mexico, and 1.5% from Sweden. Therefore, it can be said that INA mostly reported on the success of individuals
with special needs from Tiirkiye and Western countries, and very few news items were about the success of
individuals with special needs from South America and Far East countries.

Regarding the publication year of the news about the success of individuals with special needs, the results
showed that the highest number of news items was published by AA in 2019 (48 news items), 67 news items were
published by DNA in 2015, and 11 by INA in 2017. Additionally, it was found that the number of news items in AA
was increasing over the years. On the contrary, the number of news items in DNA and INA seemed to fluctuate.
Consequently, the number of news stories increased over the years in AA. In DNA, this situation gained momentum
until 2015 but decreased in the following years, and the number of news items in INA fluctuated over the years.

INVESTIGATION OF NEWS ABOUT THE SUCCESS OF INDIVIDUALS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS IN TURKIYE’S NEWS 7
AGENCIES

Findings regarding the type of disability in the news items published by INA demonstrated that 40.9% of the
individuals had orthopedic disability, 30.3% had visual impairment, 21.2% had hearing impairment, 4.5% had
intellectual disability, 1.5% had autism spectrum disorder, and 1.5% were in a mixed group (more than one disability).
Findings regarding the type of disability in the news stories published by AA showed that 52.5% of the individuals had
orthopedic disability, 22.8% had visual impairment, 10.8% had hearing impairment, 4.2% had Down syndrome, 3.9%
had intellectual disability, 2.7% had autism spectrum disorder, and 3.1% were in a mixed group (more than one
disability). Findings regarding the type of disability in the news items published by DNA indicated that 41.2% of the
individuals had orthopedic disability, 28.3% had visual impairment, 10% had hearing impairment, 4.2% had Down
syndrome, 3.9% had intellectual disability, 3.9% had autism spectrum disorder, and 8.7% were in a mixed group (more
than one disability).

News items were investigated regarding the institutions supporting the success of individuals with special
needs. The findings showed that the following organizations supported individuals with special needs in the news
stories published by AA: 0.4% by the Ministry of Justice, 0.8% by the Ministry of Family and Social Services,
6.6% by a municipality, 42.1% by the Ministry of Youth and Sports, 9.3% by the Ministry of Justice, 0.4% by the
Ministry of National Defense, 6.2% by a sports club, 1.9% by a university, 3.5% by an NGO, and 0.4% by the
police department. However, 28.6% of the news did not specify the supporting institution.

The findings demonstrated that the following organizations supported individuals with special needs in
the news items published by DNA: 1.3% by the Ministry of Family and Social Services, 8.4% by a municipality,
43.1% by the Ministry of Youth and Sports, 0.3% by the Ministry of Finance, 2.6% by the Ministry of National
Education, 0.3% by a sports club, 0.6% by the Ministry of National Education, 1.3% by a university, and 1.3% by
NGOs. On the other hand, 42.2% of the news did not indicate the supporting institution. According to the findings,
individuals with special needs in the news stories published by INA were supported by the following organizations:
7.6% by a municipality, 43.9% by the Ministry of Youth and Sports, 3% by the Ministry of National Education,
3% by a sports club, 3% by a university, and 4.5% by an NGO. However, 34.8% of the news did not specify the
supporting institution. In line with these findings, the Ministry of Youth and Sports was the institution that
supported the success of individuals with special needs, and almost one in every two news stories was about
individuals supported by this ministry. The findings also showed that the number of news items that did not
mention the supporting institution was quite high.

News items were evaluated regarding the inspirations for individuals with special needs. The findings
showed that individuals with special needs in the news published by AA were inspired by the following: 11.2%
by the family, 1.5% by relatives, 5% by a coach, 4.2% by friends, 1.9% had more than one source of inspiration,
0.8% were inspired by doctor suggestion, 0.4% by the festivals attended, 8.5% by physiotherapists, 0.8% by a
medical company, 1.5% by national athletes, 0.4% by books, 0.8% by a school principal, 0.4% by university
instructors, 5% by teachers, 1.5% by a sports club, 3.9% by an NGO, 1.9% by a TV program, 1.2% by a celebrity,
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and 0.4% by a governor. On the contrary, approximately half of the news (48.3%) did not specify the source of
inspiration. Moreover, the findings indicated that five people (1.9%) stated more than one source of inspiration,
and two of these inspirations were indicated as family and teacher and family & teacher.

According to the findings, individuals with special needs in the news published by DNA were inspired
by the following: 10% by the family, 0.3% by relatives, 0.3% by a commander, 1.6% by a coach, 1.9% by friends,
0.3% by a text message, 2.3% had more than one source of inspiration, 0.6% were inspired by doctor suggestion,
0.3% by books, 0.6% by a school principal, 2.9% by teachers, 1% by an NGO, 0.6% by a celebrity, and 0.4% by
a governor. Approximately three-quarters of the news (75.22%) did not specify sources of inspiration. Moreover,
7 people (2.3%) stated more than one source of inspiration; two of these inspirations were indicated as their family
and commander and their family and teacher.

The findings demonstrated that individuals with special needs in the news items in INA were inspired by
the following: 7.6% by the family, 9.1% by coaches, 1.5% by friends, 3% by teachers, 1.5% by sports clubs, 4.5%
by an NGO, and 1.5% by a TV program. However, it was determined that more than half of the news (76%) did
not indicate sources of inspiration. Moreover, 2 people (3%) stated more than one source of inspiration, and two
of these inspirations were indicated as their teacher and family or their friend and teacher.

The news items published by AA were investigated regarding the achievement areas of individuals with
special needs. The findings showed that achievements were gathered under 5 themes (10.8% under education,
10.4% under work, 8.1% under art, 5% under social responsibility, and 65.6% under sports). In this regard, it can
be said that the news agency mostly reported in sports, while a limited number of news stories were prepared in
other areas.

Of the success stories published by AA in the field of education, 14.3% were about having a successful
educational life, 3.6% were about the removal of a disability report at the end of education, 7.1% were about
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receiving a degree in the KPSS (Public Personnel Selection Examination), 7.1 % were about receiving a degree in
high school entrance exams, 14.3% were about achieving international academic success, 3.6% were about the
successful completion of university education, 28.6% were about achieving success in university entrance exams,
10.7% were about successful university education, and 10.7% were about entering a desired university program.
The findings obtained from the success stories published by AA in the field of work showed that individuals with
special needs succeeded in many professional fields. Of individuals with special needs, 7.4% were lawyers, 3.7%
were realtors, 7.4% were journalists, 11.1% were entrepreneurs, 7.4% were officers, 11.1% had a job, 3.7% were
notaries, 25.9% were teachers, 3.7% were psychologists, 11.1% were craftsmen, 3.7% were writers, and 3.7%
were programmers. In the success stories published by AA in the arts field, news stories were distributed in the
following way: 9.5% about dance, 9.5% about literature, 28.6% about handicrafts, 42.9% about music, 4.8% about
painting, and 4.8% about theater.

In the success stories published by AA in the field of social responsibility, news items were distributed
as follows: 15.4% about bringing individuals with special needs into social life, 15.4% about directing individuals
with special needs to sports, 38.5% about raising awareness of special needs, and 30.8% about the assistive
technology development category. In the success stories published by AA in the field of sports, news stories were
distributed as shown below: 1.2% shooting, 2.9% athletics, 5.9% basketball, 1.8% arm wrestling, 10.6% multiple
branches, 0.6% bocce, 0.6% bowling, 0.6% javelin throwing, 0.6% diving, 12.4% football, 0.6% futsal, 1.8%
goalball, 3.5% wrestling, 4.1% weightlifting, 1.2% handball, 6.5% judo, 2.9% karate, 0,6% skiing, 4.7% table
tennis, 2.9% archery, 0.6% wheelchair racing, 6.5% taekwondo, 3.5% tennis, 0.6% long jump, 0.6% volleyball,
1.2% bodybuilding, 1.2% sailing, and 20% swimming.

The news stories published by DNA were investigated regarding the achievement areas of individuals
with special needs. According to the findings, achievements were gathered under 5 themes: 18% under education,
10.3% under work, 6.4% under arts, 1.6% under social responsibility, and 63.6% under sports. In this regard, it
can be said that this news agency mostly covered subjects related to the achievements of individuals with special
needs in sports, and fewer news items were prepared about other areas.

Of the success stories published by DNA in the field of education, 21.4% were about having a successful
educational life, 3.6% were about receiving a degree in the KPSS, 7.1% were about high school graduation success,
8.9% were about receiving a degree in high school exams, 1.8% were about receiving a degree in the TUS exam,
3.6% were about achieving international academic success, 14.3% were about graduating from university, 16.1%
were about receiving a degree in the university entrance exam, 7.1% were about studying at university, 12.5%
were about entering a desired university program, and 3.6% were about graduating from university with a degree.
The findings obtained from the success stories published by DNA in the field of work showed that individuals with
special needs were successful in many professional fields. Of the individuals with special needs, 3.1% were
coaches, 9.4% were lawyers, 3.1% were physiotherapists, 12.5% were entrepreneurs, 12.5% were officers, 25%
had a job, 3.1% were engineers, 9.4% were teachers, 3.1% were providing jobs for individuals, 3.1% were painters,
6.3% were writers, and 9.4% were programmers (in an international company).

In the success stories published by DNA in the field of art, 10% of individuals with special needs
succeeded in more than one branch of art, 25% in dance, 10% in literature, 25% in music, 5% in performance art,
5% in painting, and 20% in the theater category. In the success stories published by DNA in the field of social
responsibility, news items were distributed in the following way: 40% were about the inclusion of individuals with
special needs in social life, 20% were about directing individuals with special needs to sports, and 40% were about
raising awareness of special needs. In the success stories published by DNA in the field of sports, news stories
were distributed as follows: 0.5% shooting, 14.1% athletics, 0.5% badminton, 4% basketball, 0.5% arm wrestling,
6.1% more than one branch, 2.5% bocce, 0.5% boxing, 0.5% fencing, 6.6% football, 2% futsal, 3.6% goalball, 1%
javelin throwing, 3.5% wrestling, 5.1% weightlifting, 0.5% handball, 1.5% gymnastics, 9.1% judo, 2% karate, 1%
skiing, 3% table tennis, 5.1% archery, 1% chess, 3% taekwondo, 1.5% tennis, 0.5% climbing, 1% volleyball, 2.5%
bodybuilding, 0.5% sailing, and 16.7% swimming.

The news stories published by INA were investigated regarding the achievement areas of individuals with
special needs. In line with the findings, achievements were gathered under 5 themes: 16.7% under education, 6.1%
under business, 9.1% under art, 6.1% under social responsibility, and 62.1% under sports. In this regard, it can be
said that the news agency mostly made news about the success of individuals with special needs in sports, while
fewer news items were prepared about other areas.

Of the success stories published by INA in the field of education, 36.4% were about having a successful
educational life, 18.2% were about the successful completion of university education, 18.2% were about being
successful in the university entrance exam, 18.2% were about continuing university education, and 9.1% were
about graduating from university with a degree. According to the findings from the success stories published by
INA in the field of work, individuals with special needs succeeded in many professional fields. Of individuals with
special needs, 25% were journalists, 25% were Members of Parliament, 25% were teachers, and 25% were
craftsmen.

In the success stories published by INA in art, 16.7% of individuals with special needs succeeded in more
than one art area, 16.7% in the literature category, 33.3% in the music category, and 33.3% in the painting category.
In the success stories published by INA in the field of social responsibility, news items were distributed in the
following way: 50% were about raising awareness of individuals with special needs, and 50% were in the category
of assistive technology development. In the success stories published by INA in the field of sports, news stories
were distributed as follows: 7.3% athletics, 4.9% badminton, 7.3% basketball, 7.3% arm wrestling, 4.9% more
than one sport, 2.4% javelin throwing, 17.1% football, 4.9% goalball, 4.9% wrestling, 7.3% weightlifting, 2.4%
judo, 2.4% karate, 2.4% archery, 4.9% taekwondo, 4.9% volleyball, and 14.6% swimming.

Discussion

This study aimed to emphasize the current positive perspective in the media on individuals with special
needs while ensuring the prevalence of a prosocial perspective on individuals with special needs in scientific
research and to present this positive approach in the media to readers. In this regard, the document analysis method
was used. In the study, news items published by AA, DNA, and INA, which have the largest broadcast networks
in Tirkiye, for 12 years were examined, and it was determined that these three news agencies published many
success stories. Considering the importance of a prosocial perspective in changing the negative representation in
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the media in many studies on individuals with special needs (Friedman & Owen, 2017), such a high number of
news stories prepared on the relevant subject showed the effectiveness of Turkish national media outlets.

The literature review demonstrated that scientific studies ignored the news representing individuals with
special needs in a positive light (Cumberbatch & Negrine, 2022; Pernice & Lys, 1996) and unfavorable news about
individuals with special needs appeared more frequently (Bulut & Karaman, 2018; Celik & Ip¢i, 2020; Firat, 2007;
Metin et al., 2014; Sezer & Giirsoy, 2022). Likewise, depictions of individuals with special needs in broadcast
media revealed that individuals with special needs were more often reflected in fictional publications as having an
easily identifiable special need and with pity-inducing simple character traits (Harnett, 2000). Similarly, news
about individuals with special needs published by news agencies indicated that these individuals were described
as helpless, dependent, and not self-sufficient (Briant et al., 2013). Furthermore, more news stories focused on the
negative aspects of individuals with special needs, such as "disadvantaged," "diseased," and "disabled" (Zhang &
Haller, 2013). Depicting individuals with special needs in this way may cause them to be labeled in society and be
exposed to some prejudices (Mitchell et al., 2019). Mass media is considered an important public information
source and has a solid place in shaping individuals' attitudes and perceptions (Carr, 2008). Since the media can
indirectly influence attitudes and opinions, individuals with special needs should be portrayed positively.
Additionally, the media can provide viewers with certain tools and methods to cope with prejudices
(Ramasubramanian, 2007). Therefore, to ensure social acceptance of individuals with special needs, it is important
to publish news focusing on the success of individuals and present it to the public. In this regard, the results
obtained from the study are discussed below.

News items on the success of individuals with special needs published by national news agencies in
Tiirkiye were investigated regarding the year of publication. The results showed that news stories were published
the most in 2017. On the other hand, the total number of publications of news agencies by year showed that the
years of publication fluctuated. However, the increased number of news items, especially in 2017, may be due to
raising social awareness of special needs, especially in recent years. The findings suggested that the highest number
of news stories was prepared in 2019 by AA, in 2015 by DNA, and in 2017 by INA. While the number of news
items prepared by AA increased over the years, the increase of such news prepared by DNA and INA fluctuated.
On the contrary, news items published by DNA increased until 2015, but this momentum was lost in the following
year, which can be related to DNA changing hands in 2018. On the other hand, the publications on the relevant
subject prepared by INA continued to fluctuate through the investigated years. This finding can be interpreted as
the fact that the news policies of two national news agencies regarding the success of individuals with special
needs gradually increased while gradually decreasing in one national news agency. Therefore, it can be said that
DNA and INA should provide a little more continuity in publishing news about the success of individuals with
special needs.

Although there were several news items regarding the success of individuals with special needs, it was
found that individuals with orthopedic disabilities were discussed the most, and autism spectrum disorder did not
receive enough attention. In addition, according to the number of news items in all news agencies, the highest
number of news stories was about individuals with orthopedic disabilities and visual and hearing impairments.
However, the number of news stories about other disability types was inadequate. The findings showed that
national news agencies covered the success stories of individuals with orthopedic disability, visual impairment,
hearing impairment, intellectual disability, and autism spectrum disorder. However, according to the Special
Education Services Regulation of the Ministry of National Education (2018), there are more than these six types
of disability. Diagnoses of individuals are established in thirteen disability types, such as intellectual disability,
learning disabilities, emotional behavior disorder, orthopedic disabilities, language and speech difficulties,
multiple disabilities, chronic diseases, autism spectrum disorder, attention deficit and hyperactivity disorder,
cerebral palsy, visual impairment, hearing impairment, and giftedness. This is a very significant result that national
news agencies did not include most types of special needs and preferred to include individuals with physically
visible special needs. Furthermore, the findings indicated that the media mostly covered types of disabilities, such
as orthopedic disability and visual and hearing impairment, compared to disability types, such as intellectual
disability and autism spectrum disorder. Similar studies supporting this finding were found in the literature
(Goggin & Newell, 2005; OlKkin et al., 2019; Rees et al., 2017). It was indicated that there was a hierarchy of
specific types of needs in the media. Especially wheelchair athletes could find more coverage than amputees or
visually impaired athletes, while athletes with cerebral palsy could not find as much coverage in the media as
necessary (Rees et al., 2017). In addition, people with invisible disabilities felt that they received less attention in
the special needs hierarchy than people with physical disabilities (Olkin et al., 2019). Moreover, individuals with
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special needs using wheelchairs were shown more in the media (Goggin & Newell, 2005). Based on these findings,
it can be said that while types of physical disabilities, such as orthopedic disabilities, were covered more in the
news, individuals with special needs, such as autism spectrum disorder, were covered less by the news. It is
thought-provoking that autism spectrum disorder, which has increased rapidly since 2000 (Maenner et al., 2021),
has little coverage in the news. Therefore, it can be recommended that media outlets give equal coverage to
different types of disabilities to ensure equal representation of individuals with special needs. It can also be
recommended that content about the success of individuals with more common types of disabilities, such as
learning disabilities, emotional-behavioral disorders, language and speech difficulties, attention deficit and
hyperactivity disorder, should be included in the news.

The analysis of the institutions supporting individuals with special needs in the news showed that the
Ministry of Youth and Sports was the most prominent among the other institutions, while the Ministry of National
Education and other public/private institutions and organizations were far behind it. The reason for this is that the
Ministry of Youth and Sports carries out projects for equality of opportunity by offering many opportunities to
disadvantaged young individuals (Kalfa & Kocamaz, 2019). However, many news items did not specify the
supporting institution. Considering that news mentioning institutions that support individuals with special needs
might be effective in providing opportunities to other individuals with special needs, it can be recommended that
news sources pay attention to including relevant institutions in their news.

The analysis of the sources of inspiration for individuals with special needs showed that individuals were
mostly inspired by themselves. Based on this finding, it can be said that individuals with special needs have high
intrinsic motivation. Considering the importance of sources of inspiration in providing motivational content for
individuals with special needs, it can be recommended that news sources to include relevant motivational sources.
Furthermore, it was seen that teachers were included among the sources of inspiration, but in a smaller amount of
news items than expected. Since teachers support individuals with special needs in acquiring and maintaining
many skills, teachers were expected to be a significant source of inspiration for individuals with special needs.
This can be explained by the fact that teachers were not cited sufficiently as sources of inspiration in the relevant
news or that teachers could not have provided support beyond the formal system. Moreover, there were studies
supporting this situation. A study reported that teachers did not receive sufficient support in their professional lives
(Sahin et al., 2022). Another study stated that teachers were not provided with sufficient materials during the training
phase for students with special needs, the necessary psychological support was not provided to instructors, and the
necessary time was not allocated for training (Horne & Timmons, 2009).

The analysis of the news prepared by the news agencies regarding the success of individuals with special needs
showed that success in sports was covered the most. In contrast, fewer news items were published in the fields of
education, business, art, and social responsibility. This might be because the "Paralympic movement" supports the sports
activities of individuals with special needs. The Paralympic movement was a policy supporting the socialization of
individuals with special needs, regardless of their disability type, age, gender, race, or socio-economic level. The
Paralympic movement supports the protection and development of individuals’ physical and mental health and helps to
increase their recognition while supporting the accessibility of sports for everyone (Brittain, 2017; Legg & Steadward,
2011). News stories were analyzed according to types of sports, and the findings reported high diversity in sports. It is
an important finding that there was a diversity regarding the sports achievements of individuals with special needs in
news agencies. Studies have shown that the diversity of sports activities is an important factor in the socialization of
individuals with special needs (Purdue & Howe, 2012). Covering the sports fields in the news may be useful for
recognizing different sports types and revealing individuals’ sports achievements.

News items about the success of individuals with special needs were analyzed according to gender. According
to the findings, the success of males was mentioned more than females. The reason for this might be that the success of
female individuals with special needs was not reflected in the media, male individuals with special needs were supported
more, or female individuals with special needs were not provided with the necessary opportunities and facilities.
Moreover, there were other studies supporting the findings mentioned above. For example, one study indicated that
female individuals with special needs had difficulties taking part in society and starting business life due to sexism and
were generally disadvantaged compared to male individuals with special needs (Le et al., 2020; Lima et al., 2020).
Additionally, a study showed that the visibility of individuals with special needs in the media was less than that of
typically developing individuals. Furthermore, female athletes were less visible than male athletes, and the media gave
more coverage to a certain type of disability compared to other disabilities while covering the sports achievements of
individuals with special needs (Rees et al., 2017). Another study stated that gender bias in the media supported content
about men rather than women (Humeira & Nurbaya, 2017). Additionally, another study found that media outlets were
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more interested in content about male athletes than content about female athletes (Goggin & Newell, 2005). Therefore,
based on this finding, it can be recommended that news agencies adjust their content considering the equality of genders.

Findings on the national news agencies showed that individuals with special needs achieved significant success
in the fields of education, business, art, sports and social responsibility, and this success was covered in many news items
published by national news agencies. It is a significant finding that media outlets provided diversity regarding the
achievements of individuals with special needs. On the other hand, categories related to the achievement areas of
individuals with special needs can be increased in future publications. This study showed that the sports achievements
of individuals with special needs were at the forefront and not enough news was published regarding other areas of
achievement. By paying attention to the points mentioned in future publications, it is suggested that, in addition to the
sports field, more light should be shed on other areas of achievement, such as education, business, art, and social
responsibility. Furthermore, news agencies should include these areas equally in the news they publish. In addition, it is
suggested to conduct scientific research on the five areas mentioned. In addition to the suggestions presented above, to
pave the way for the success of individuals with special needs and to raise awareness among teachers of the results
obtained from this study, seminars can be organized for educators in the form of sharing the study results or focus group
discussions can be held on the relevant subject.

This study has some limitations. First, only AA, DNA, and INA were scanned. In future studies, it is
recommended to conduct research in different news agencies. In addition, online platforms of news agencies were
scanned in this study. Written documents can also be used in a future study. Moreover, different keywords can be used
to scan the news agencies. In future research, the documents obtained can be analyzed by searching for specific needs.
However, in this study, all disability groups were scanned with keywords. Hence, it was revealed that there was no equal
information about all disability groups, which can be considered a limitation of the current study. All types of disabilities
can be studied in future research.
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
